
What are Cookies? 

Cookie is a small piece of data stored on your computer by the server. 

Cookie is a key value pair stored by server on your computer. 

Cookie is stored in the browser data. 

Cookie can have expiration dates. 

After the expiration date arrives of a cookie within your browser becomes invalid or is deleted by the 

browser. 

Cookies are used when server wants to remember your login like you see Remember Me on 

websites. 

Java Implementation of Cookie is as follows

import jakarta.servlet.http.Cookie; 

Create two servlets in a Java Web application with name as setcookie.java and getcookie.java
